Resources A clear tub/bucket with water

Add “pollution”:  Paper bits (litter),  Oil (cooking oil), Soil/sand

Instructions With the Cubs, add the pollution items as you ask them to think about what pollutes our rivers.

Then ask them to "undo" the pollution.

Give Cubs tools:
Spoons / sieves (remove litter)
Paper towels (absorb oil)
Cloth or filter (clean water)
